Clean with a damp cloth (not wet) rinsed in
hot soapy water only. Always remove plug from the
mains supply before cleaning.

The common cause of overheating is deposits of dust
or fluff in the appliance.

eTurn the Power Switch to either:

- “3%” for Fan Only

- Y for Low Heat

- “i)” for High Heat

NOTE: When the heater is switched ON, the red power indicator light will

turn ON (make sure to turn the thermostat setting pass the midpoint, selecting a lower
setting will not turn the heater ON).

e Turn the thermostat setting clockwise to increase temperature and anticlockwise to

decrease temperature. The heater will turn ON and OFF to maintain the desired heating setting.

NOTE: There is a tip-over switch attached to the bottom of the heater. If the heater is not
placed on a flat surface or if it is knocked over, the power to the heater will shut

down automatically.

NOTE: The heater may emit small amount of smoke and odour when used for the first time.
This is normal and caused by the lubricant on the heating element during the production
process. It is non-toxic. If the smoke and odour are excessive, use the heater in a ventilated

area. The smoke and odour should disappear after a few minutes of use.
